Del Clero

dictionary defines it as “a striking change in appearance or
character or circumstances.” But have you ever actually used
that word in everyday conversation? If you said your friend or
spouse was “transfigured” when stepping out of the hair salon,
would that sound like a compliment — or just confusing?

In ordinary usage, transfiguration is a word we almost never
use. In fact, we usually apply it to only one person: Jesus
Christ.

The Second Sunday of Lent focuses on the Transfiguration of
Jesus —when human nature meets God, when the temporal
meets the eternal. For the disciples, this experience
strengthened their faith and prepared them for the suffering
and death their Master would soon endure. For us, it serves as
a glimpse of the resurrection glory that awaits us at the end of
our own life’s journey. Let’s look briefly at today’s readings.

In the First Reading from Genesis, God says to Abram:

Go forth from the land of your kinsfolk and from your father’s
house to a land that | will show you... All the communities of
the earth shall find blessing in you.

God calls Abram out of what is familiar and comfortable and
into an unknown future, promising blessing and greatness.
Faith begins with trust.

In the Second Letter to Timothy, we hear:

He saved us and called us to a holy life... through Christ Jesus,
who destroyed death and brought life and immortality to light
through the gospel.

God calls us not because of our merits, but because of his
grace — and with the promise of life beyond death.

Finally, in the Gospel from Matthew, Jesus takes Peter, James,
and John up the mountain. They encounter Moses and Elijah,
and God speaks:

This is my beloved Son, with whom | am well pleased; listen to
him.

Overwhelmed, the disciples fall to the ground in fear. But Jesus
touches them and says, “Rise, and do not be afraid.”

Lent is our invitation to climb the mountain to face challenge,
fear, and self-examination — and to discover who Jesus truly is.
We may feel unworthy or afraid in God’s presence, but Jesus
meets us in our humanity, touches us, and invites us to rise.
This Lent, let us allow ourselves to be transformed by Christ.
How? God gives us the answer in three simple words: “Listen
to him.”

What does the word transfiguration really mean? The

éQué significa realmente la palabra transfiguracién? El
diccionario la define como “un cambio notable en la apariencia,
el caracter o las circunstancias”. Pero éalguna vez has usado
esa palabra en una conversacion cotidiana? Si dijeras que tu
amigo o pareja se “transfigurdé” al salir de la peluqueria,
ésonaria como un cumplido o simplemente confuso?

En el uso cotidiano, transfiguraciéon es una palabra que casi
nunca usamos. De hecho, solemos aplicarla a una sola persona:
Jesucristo.

El Segundo Domingo de Cuaresma se centra en la
Transfiguracién de Jesus: cuando la naturaleza humana se
encuentra con Dios, cuando lo temporal se encuentra con lo
eterno. Para los discipulos, esta experiencia fortalecié su fe y
los prepard para el sufrimiento y la muerte que pronto sufriria
su Maestro. Para nosotros, es un atisbo de la gloria de la
resurreccion que nos espera al final de nuestra vida.
Repasemos brevemente las lecturas de hoy. En la Primera
Lectura del Génesis, Dios le dice a Abram:
Sal de la tierra de tus parientes y de la casa de tu padre a una
tierra que yo te mostraré... Todas las comunidades de la tierra
hallaran bendicion en ti.
Dios llama a Abram a salir de lo familiar y cémodo, a un futuro
desconocido, prometiéndole bendicién y grandeza. La fe
comienza con la confianza.
En la Segunda Carta a Timoteo, escuchamos:
El nos salvé y nos llamé a una vida santa... por medio de Cristo
Jesus, quien destruyé la muerte y sacod a la luz la vida y la
inmortalidad por medio del Evangelio.

Dios nos llama no por nuestros méritos, sino por su gracia, y
con la promesa de vida después de la muerte.

Finalmente, en el Evangelio de Mateo, Jesus lleva a Pedro,
Santiago y Juan a la montaia. Se encuentran con Moisés y Elias,
y Dios les habla:
Este es mi Hijo amado, en quien me complazco; esctchenlo.

Abrumados, los discipulos caen al suelo llenos de miedo. Pero
Jesus los toca y les dice: «Levantense, no tengan miedo». La
Cuaresma es nuestra invitacion a escalar la montafia para
enfrentar los desafios, el miedo y la introspeccién, y descubrir
quién es realmente Jesus. Puede que nos sintamos indignos o
temerosos en la presencia de Dios, pero Jesus nos encuentra en
nuestra humanidad, nos toca y nos invita a levantarnos.
En esta Cuaresma, dejémonos transformar por Cristo. ¢Cémo?
Dios nos da la respuesta en tres simples palabras:
«Escuchenlo».
