From the Clergy 

Del Clero 

"He aquí que tu rey viene a ti, apacible y montado 
en un burro, en un burrito, hijo de animal de 
yugo." 
 

Ahora entramos en el tiempo litúrgico de la Semana 
Santa, dejando atrás el tiempo de Cuaresma.  Esto 
significa que los frutos de los sacrificios 
cuaresmales, la oración, el ayuno y la limosna, nos 
han preparado para el encuentro con Cristo 
resucitado en la Pascua.  Pero antes de este 
encuentro, debemos acompañar a Jesús en su 
Pasión y Muerte, comenzando con su entrada 
triunfal a Jerusalén el Domingo de Ramos.  
 

La culminación de esta semana es lo que 
conocemos como el Triduo Pascual de la Pasión y 
Resurrección del Señor. Tres días en los que 
participaremos y experimentaremos la Última Cena, 
la institución del Sacerdocio y la institución de la 
Eucaristía el Jueves Santo, la Pasión y Muerte del 
Señor el Viernes Santo, y la Resurrección de Jesús 
en la Vigilia Pascual. 
 

La Vigilia Pascual ocupa el primer lugar entre todas 
las celebraciones litúrgicas de la Iglesia Católica.  La 
Vigilia está llena de antiguos ritos y oraciones que 
nos llevan de la oscuridad a la luz.  Los Electos 
recibirán Iniciación Cristiana mediante el Bautismo, 
la Confirmación y la Comunión, y los candidatos 
completarán su Iniciación Cristiana. Como 
comunidad renovaremos nuestras promesas 
bautismales.  
 

Pero el punto más alto de esta semana es nuestro 
encuentro con Cristo resucitado. 
 

“¡Hosanna! ¡Viva el Hijo de David! ¡Bendito el que 
viene en nombre del Señor! ¡Hosanna en el cielo!”

"Behold, your king comes to you, meek and riding 
on an ass, and on a colt, the foal of a beast of 
burden." 
 

We now enter the Holy Week liturgical season, 
leaving behind the Lent season.  This means that the 
fruits of the Lenten sacrifices, prayer, fasting and 
alms giving, have prepared us for the encounter with 
the resurrected Christ on Easter.  But before this 
encounter, we must accompany Jesus in his 
Passion and Death, starting with his triumphal 
entrance to Jerusalem on Palm Sunday.  
 

The culmination of this week is what we know as the 
Paschal Triduum of the Passion and Resurrection of 
the Lord. Three days in which we will participate and 
experience the Last Supper, the institution of the 
Priesthood and the institution of the Eucharist on 
Holy Thursday, the Passion and Death of the Lord on 
Good Friday, and the Resurrection of Jesus at the 
Easter Vigil. 
 

The Easter Vigil occupies the first place among all 
liturgical celebrations of the Catholic Church.  The 
Vigil is filled with ancient rites and prayers that 
move us from darkness to light.  The Elect will 
receive full Christian Initiation through Baptism, 
Confirmation and Communion; Candidates will 
complete their Christian Initiation. As a community 
we will renew our baptismal promises.  
But the zenith of this week, is our encounter with the 
resurrected Christ.
